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DESCRIPTION

A real mecca for bike fans, Cadwell Park hosts the biggest 

round of the MCE British Superbike Championship, with 

thousands of spectators travelling to the circuit fondly 

nicknamed the 'Mini -Nurburgring ' every August .

Cadwell Park is probably most famous for 'the Mountain', where 

bikes frequently get airbourne , and it's the striking mix of twists, 

cambers and gradients that have led to the circuit's burgeoning 

popularity over the years.

Cadwell Park has been a favourite circuit for Jordan from the very beginning, not just for the 

reason of it being our home event but the layout of twists, turns and jumps being one of the 

most exciting tracks for a motorbike race on the  planet. This track signifies a long history with 

Jord being the place in which he broke his spine during his charge to the Thundersport 

Championship in the not too distant past. 

As the team settled in to the race weekend the confidence from our last outing at Thruxton 

was high but so to were the nerves . The past four race meetings were the first time Jord had 

visited these tracks but with Cadwell, the experience, the history, the desire was there. Big 

expectations sat on Jordans shoulders, for a strong performance in front of our home supporters 

and with a full grid of experienced riders it was not going to be a walk in the park for this young 

challenger from Berverley . Jordan was focused and determined to make a real step up in the 

timesheets on a circuit he was familiar with, only the weather and lady luck stood in his wayé Qualifying

The forecast for the weekend was mixed but the rain kept 

away from this part of the UK meaning a full dry set up was 

needed and two practice sessions on Friday allowed Jordan to 

get the right feel for his BMW S1000RR ahead of qualifying. 

Spending a period of time inside the top 10 during FP1, Jordan 

felt strong on the bike and new he had the ability to push 

further into the top 20 results he had been experiencing so far 

this season and a respectable P19 followed by a P17 finish in 

FP2 gave the team huge confidence ahead of the shoot out 

the following day. 

Jordan would keep focus and take his previous days progress 

into Qualifying and push out consecutive personal bests to 

drop his BMW on Row 6 in P17th for the Race ! Our best result in 

Qualifying this season !!
